What is its importance
for you?

6. In what ways are the first three days of creation different from the last three
days of creation?

7. What makes earth an ideal place for life to thrive? What does this communicate
to you about God?

8. Creation is good in that it is full of order and purpose. What is something you've
purposefully built that made you step back and declare it “good”?

9. What do you struggle to see God’s goodness in? What promise or idea about
God may help you see it differently?

10. Creation is good in that it is enriched by beauty. Why would God create such
a beautiful world? In what way is it spiritual healing for us?

11.Where do you go or what do you do to experience the beauty of the Lord? Is
this built into your normal rhythms of life?

12. Why is Christ an essential key in comprehending creation? How does His
life, death, and resurrection affirm the goodness of creation?

13. Do you feel overworked, overwhelmed, and given to anxiety today? To what
degree do you need to return to seeing and savoring God’s goodness in
creation?
