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We will go to serve a pastor / missionary who serves a poverty
group in a Haitian, Crecle speaking church. Most of the children
speak English. A second purpose is that we learn missions and
consider God's work through us for His mission.

This missien experience is for all students whe are active in our
church and youth ministry. You must be willing to serve, share
fes’rimony, sing, puppets and whatever is necessary te serve our
missien. The church we are visiting is very censervative. Girls will
wear dresses and guys will wear ties en Sunday. There will also be
a dress code for VBS. We will be up early and work late with a full
schedule. This team must have a willing, flexible, servant's heart.

Starting May 3rd we will meet every Sunday at 7:30am. We will
work on teaching, lessons, crafts, music and testimonies. You
must rearrange your schedule to come te training. You may not
miss more than ene training meeting.




Most of our time will be given to run a Vacation Bible Schoel for
the children. We will be available for any projects that need
done around the church.

£800 includes airfare from Ft Pierce to Marsh Harbor with
Missionary Flights International on a DC-3, food, lodging, gift for
the church, customs fee, crafts / VBS material. Everyone must
have a passport (estimated cost of $90, not included in our cost).
